The Dean’s PhD Scholarships for Innovative Educators

Applications are invited from innovative educators for eight Dean’s scholarships. 

The Scholarships are for part-time PhD students and cover fees only for four years. Annual progression and continuation is subject to a satisfactory annual progress review. As part of the scholarship, applicants will be encouraged to participate in academic development through an agreed contribution to lectures, teaching, assessment, CPD, consultancy or research bid writing. This work is intended to prepare successful applicants for work in universities.

We are particularly interested in proposals which meet some of the following criteria:

· Have the potential for providing significant outcomes which impact on educational practice nationally and internationally

· Demonstrate collaboration with university staff in development of the proposal

· Build on analysis of data from existing large scale data sets or from findings of systematic literature reviews such as those found on www.eppi.ioe.ac.uk.

· Have the potential for providing and building longitudinal studies producing published outputs regularly e.g. annually and in time could provide annual “state of the nation reports” in areas of national and international interest.

Applicants for this course should preferably hold a Master’s degree or equivalent in the relevant subject area.
